    I received a letter from one of our 

long time sponsors the other day that 

overwhelmed my heart. He gave me 

permission to share this with all you 

good folks so here it is. These are his 

words, just like he gave them to me, 

from his heart. 

   “This month of October makes one 

year that Melba and my world of 

healthy companionship seemed to 

come tumbling down. She had her 

problem of not being able to 

remember things. But at our age we 

thought that that was normal. We were 

aware of Alzheimer Disease (AD) but 

did not really realize the effects of it. 

She was walking slower and could not 

do a lot of things that she liked to do. 

But there again I let age be the culprit. 

She had swelling in her right leg 

above her ankle. The doctor 

recommended her being in the hospital 

to get the swelling out. Seven days 

later the swelling was gone. But she 

could not stand up or walk. Doctor 

was ready to dismiss her. He asks if I 

was bringing her home or going to a 

rehab. At first, I said I was bringing 

her home. But thinking about it I 

realized that I could not pick her up as 

I would need to do. So we went to a 

rehab. Rehab was not able to improve 

her situation. They were only torturing 

her trying to get her to stand and walk. 

After 3 weeks in rehab with no 

progress I decided to bring her home 

where she would be more comfortable 

and so would I.  

    The thought of me being able to 

take care of her never entered my 

mind. I guess that our relationship 

with Jesus Christ gave me the 

confidence that if I was willing to take 

care of her that He would be there 

with me. 

    The thought of how long she would 

still be with me I did not know, but 

other people who were involved told 

me later that they estimated she only 

had a few months to live. But our 

thinking does not always go with 

Gods plan. I have no idea what He has 

in store for us but my intentions are to 

continue to have God involved in our 

lives and try to be ready for what He 

wants us to do. 

    When I brought her home, she 

would not eat very much and had lost 

about 20 lbs. After trying different 

things, she started eating again. She 

has now gained her weight back and 

has a good appetite most of the time.  

    Her being completely unable to 

walk made us confined to the house. 

This made us unable to go to church 

or attend the Gospel singings that we 

enjoyed. I went a few times by myself 

but really did not enjoy it without her 

being with me. We would watch 

church on the TV but that did not take 

the place of having fellowship with 

your Christian brothers and sisters. 

    After being confined at home for 

six months and her regaining her 

weight, I started thinking of how we 

could start going back to church and 

becoming involved in life more. 

    The thought to find a van, fix it up 

to take a wheelchair came into the 

picture. Little did I realize what a 

project I was thinking about doing. 

Little did I realize that my idea was in 

God’s plan for me to be able to get 

Melba and myself back to church. 

With the Lord’s guidance I stopped at 

a used car lot to inquire about a van. 

The man told me what he had. But he 

told me where I could find a van that 

was a handicap van already. I went to 

the place that he told me about and 

ended up buying a van equipped for 

wheelchair lift that I had no idea even 

existed. This was the beginning of a 

new phase of our life. I have no idea 

what the Lord is going to have us do 

next, but I am going to try to be ready 

for it when it comes. 

    Yes, a year ago from the human 

outlook we were given a bushel of 

lemons. We could have tried to 

consume the sour lemons and look at 

it as that was our fate in life, so let it 

be. So instead of having sour lemons, 

we now have sweetened lemonade. 

    With the van Melba and I have 

resumed going to church where we 

can fellowship with our Christian 

brothers and sisters. Sometimes she 

talks out and I wish she would not. 

She has no control over that action. 

Most people understand the problem 

and it does not bother them. 

    She can sing the hymns and does 

not miss a note. There are times that 

she will make a comment on the 

subject Bro. Mike is talking about in 

the Bible study. Needless to say, that 

she does not know what is going on as 

she will put us straight when we least 

expect it. 

    We have also been able to resume 

attending some of the BAGMA 

functions. This is groups singing 

Gospel songs in various churches. It is 

Christian based, so we get to 

fellowship with people with Christians 

beliefs the same as we have. 

    Yes, it has been a fateful year. Yes, 

it was sad at the beginning of this 

year. But now I believe that God has 

His plans of how we are to finish our 

lives on earth. My prayers and 

thoughts are that I will be able to stay 

true to His intentions for Melba and 

I.” 

    These are the words of Bro. Jack 

Goldman. A man who understands 

service and sacrifice. I’m very proud 

to call both Him and Sis Melba my 

friends and family.
